FMJD procedure for Selection and nomination of international referees

Accepted by General Assembly 2005 with text improvements by the TC in 2008 
There are three kinds of referees recognized by the FMJD.

a. Technical FMJD-referee: A referee who may act as assistant in a FMJD-tournament without the right to take decisions. 

b. FMJD referee: A referee who may be main referee at an international tournament or assistant referee at an official FMJD tournament. 

c. International referee: A referee who should be able to lead an official FMJD tournament nominated by the CD on proposal of the TC. 
An FMJD referee or international referee who is main referee in an international tournament or official FMJD tournament has to make a report of the tournament and send it to the TC of the FMJD. 
The main referee of a tournament organizes a technical meeting before the start of the tournament explaining the special rules of the tournament for players and coaches.

An international referee who is main referee in a tournament with assistant referees also makes a referee report about his assistants, to be sent to the TC of the FMJD.

Selection of referees

All referees should have a thorough knowledge of the Rules and Regulations of the FMJD. The proposal for the nomination can be done by his Federation or on request of the TC of the FMJD. The final decision is up to the CD.
a. Technical FMJD-referee. 
1. This referee does not have to speak foreign languages
2. This referee does not need to have the desire to be active abroad.
3. It is desired that he has followed a FMJD referee course.

b. FMJD referee: 

1. This referee is speaking at least one foreign language of the FMJD (English, French or Russian). 

2. He should have been active as national referee and as assistant or main referee in an international tournament.
3.  It is desired that he has followed a FMJD referee course.

c. International referee: 

1. When an FMJD referee has enough experience obtained in national and/or international tournaments he could be promoted to International referee. 
2. He needs to have authority to be able to lead official FMJD tournaments.
3. He was three (or more) times assistant in international tournaments with positive reports of the main referee. 
4. It is desired that he has followed a referee-course with success 
5. He speaks at least one foreign language fluently and preferably speaks a second foreign language. 

Procedure for nomination of a referee
· A proposal for nomination is made by the national federation of the candidate on a special referee nomination form, addressed to the Technical Committee or the Executive Board of the FMJD.

· Scrutiny of the proposal by the Technical Committee of the FMJD.

· Report of that committee to the Executive Board of the FMJD.

· Decision by the Executive Board.

· Ratification by the General Assembly of the FMJD.

· Presentation of a diploma to the candidate. 

· The ‘International referee’ will receive a referee badge from the FMJD
