Technical Commission of Section-64 establishes on the basis of documents FMJD the following rules for filing documents for rating and conferring titles:

Any event can be included in the rankings according to the rules of FMJD (with the control time):

(a) official World and Continental Championships
(b) national championships for adults
(c) semi-finals of the national championships
(d) national championship clubs, cups, etc.
(e) national youth championships
(f) international competition of the Section-64 calendar 
(g) other events as agreed with the director of tournaments for at least 2 weeks before the tournament.

Main referee must submit report on the tournament and final table to the Section 64 Technical Commission no later than 14 days after the end of the competition by e-mail:

Report on competition must contain the following information:

- Information about referees (names, titles, contacts - especially e-mail addresses with the languages,  which can feferee communicate)
- Basic information about the competition (title, date, location, sponsors ...)
- Basic technical information about the competition (the system, time control, etc..)
- Clear and complete information about any specific technical cases (protests the award of the results of the game on the decision of the referee, etc.)

The following information should be presented in the table below:

Surname, name of participant, the year of birth, rank, rating, country

Important notes:
The table can be made in any official language (English, Russian).
The names must be written an English (preferably - Russian and English).
